Dennis and Lynn 

now live and work elsewhere in 

Indonesia.  Janes & Bethanyôs ro-

mance started in the midst of help-

ing the Acehnese people rebuild 

their lives after the destruction of 

the Tsunami.  They will continue in 

Aceh until the end of the year and 

then may go to Africa.  Bethany 

was a darling little girl  and is now 

a lovely young woman; her hus-

band appears to be a very fine per-

son.  Bethany is fluent in Indone-

sian and Janes is fluent in English.  

MINISTERING IN AMBON  

Remember Ambon is the island 

where many Christians died in 1999

-2003.  Although 80% of Ambon is 

Christian, there are now specified 

sections for Muslims only. Ambon 

is full of beautiful church buildings.   

We visited a couple of refugee ar-

eas where Ambonese had fled from 

the Island of Seram.  They left be-

hind land and houses which they 

still have title to, but are afraid to 

go back to.      What started as a 

personal trip was combined with 

the opportunity to minister in 

churches and a Bible College in 

Ambon.. A missionary friend con-

tacted Pastor Abraham who pro-

vided us 

with a full 

s c he d u l e .

day.  Thurs-

day, Friday, and Saturday mornings 

Bob taught two classes, The 

Autonomous Church and Church 

and Mission at a Bible School.  

Thursday night Jan spoke to a 

womenôs group at Abrahamôs 

church; Bob spoke to the church 

leaders on Friday night.  We both 

spoke at two separate churches 

Sunday morning.  Sunday afternoon 

we  visited a ñminyak kayu putihò 

factory (white wood oil - similar to 

oil of camphor) run by a preacher at 

one of the refugee camps.  The resi-

dents gather the leaves which are 

put in a large 

metal container.  

A wood fire un-

der the container 

heats the leaves 

until the oil  

boils out into 

another con-

tainer full of 

water.  The oil 

goes to the bottom and then into a 

bucket so it can  be bottled for mar-

keting.
