We
had a long enjoyable visit with Pak
Hadi and Pak Naman reminiscing
over times past.
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Banda Aceh, and the attitude of hate
that is instilled in the Acehnese peo-
ple by the Islamic leaders in the
mosques. Martha says she thanks
God because in the two years they
have been in Banda:

1. She has been received by the
Acehnese as a friend who cares.

2. She is brave enough to go with-
out her jilbab (head covering)
among her Acehnese friends (there
had been debates on whether she
was Muslim or Christian).

3. She can share her Christian
principles when asked questions.

4. She freely goes to church; does
not hide her Bible.

She says there are Christian workers
in Aceh who are afraid to admit they
are Christian. Acehnese are taught
Christians will destroy them, but
many are beginning to see the truth.
From the beginning Samuel and
Martha have helped in any way
they could. They have cleaned up
and helped rebuild homes, showed
they care by sharing food, clothing,
and providing small business loans.
In Indonesian culture many aches,
pains, and sicknesses are helped by
massage, and Martha is always
ready to help. They pray for people
who allow them to, and eventually
have opportunities to share their
personal testimonies. People with
problems now come to their home
because theyodve
others.

After the incident of the children

lage. Martha has helped cook for
wedding parties of 400 - 500 people
and her daughter is often asked to
sing. Martha is now known as a
good person, a woman with a pure
heart. One woman cares for her
enough that she told Martha she
needed to become a Muslim so she
could go to Heaven.

PULOMAS REHABILITATION
COMPLETED

Six months from the time our spon-
sor asked for help for a community
flooded out during the Jakarta
floods, we held the closing cere-
mony celebrating the rehabilitation
of eighty homes. Thanks to IDES
(International Disaster Emergency
Service), a Christian Church/Church
of Christ mission designated to
emergency and disaster relief,
enough funds were made available
to patch roofs, repair floors, replace
warped plywood walls with concrete
block half-walls, replace doors, and
paint and spruce up the homes. The
residents did much of the work and
all the painting themselves. This is a
community of about 80% Christian
and 20% Muslim. They were all
astonished that Christians in far off
America would help them and are
very grateful. We were pleased to
be able to participate in this project
and enthusiastically applaud this
project, one of many IDES funds
around the world. Our thanks to our
Lord and committed Christians who
see such needs and fill them.
